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Abstract

A study in the topic of participatory training curriculum development to
increase life quality for the elderly in Kokha sub-district municipality, Lampang
province had the objectives to develop training curriculums to increase the quality of
life for the elderly, Kokha sub-district municipality, Kokha district, Lampang province,
using a qualitative research method by studying the elderly in schools for the elderly
in Kokha sub-district, Kokha district, Lampang province. The tools for data collection
consisted of unstructured interview form, small group discussions, group meetings
using contents analysis.  The research findings discovered that the curriculum
specifications and development for the schools for the elderly of Kokha sub-district
municipality came from the analysis of the existing activities and curriculums
including the presentation of curriculums that could continue or extend the results
at the group and the individual levels of the elderly. The prototype curriculums in
operations were the curriculum to make water camphor and the curriculum to make
massaging oil from Plai or cassumunar ginger stressing the process that was
convenient, practical and having resources in the community by specifying that the
curriculums mainly came from the needs and wants of the elderly and had
concerned agencies join in the drive and support.
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
