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Abstract

This study seeks to bridee a knowledge gap on integrating creative city
strategies with citizen empowerment in secondary cities of developing countries. It
aims to develop and validate a scalable model to enhance Nan Province’s
potential to join the UNESCO Creative Cities Network (UCCN) in Crafts and Folk Art.
The objectives were: (1) to examine the level of citizen empowerment, (2) to
assess empowerment-enhancing factors, (3) to analyze their interrelationships, and
(4) to develop and validate a model of empowerment under UCCN strategies.

A mixed-methods design was employed. Quantitative data were
collected from 375 citizens, while qualitative data came from six key informants.
Analytical techniques included descriptive statistics, correlation analysis, and
structural equation modeling (SEM), supported by content analysis.

Findings revealed that (1) citizen empowerment was at a high level; (2)
empowerment-enhancing factors were also high, with “eroup learning” most
prominent, while the strategy with the highest score was “communication and
network development in crafts and folk art”; (3) empowerment showed significant
relationships with the enhancing factors; and (4) SEM confirmed the model’s fit
with empirical data, identifying “communication and network development” and
“group learning” as core drivers, while “team building” and “community
participation” served as supportive structures.

These findings were synthesized into a model of citizen empowerment
under creative city strategies, consisting of three components: (1) commmunication
and network development, (2) capacity building and creative economy
development alongside infrastructure, and (3) creating social opportunities and
sustaining local wisdom. This empirically validated model represents a policy
innovation for secondary cities in developing countries, supporting citizen
empowerment, strengthening UCCN readiness, and advancing the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs).
